15 July – Beira, Mozambique
Mozambique is still suffering after the terrible tropical 
cyclone, Idai, caused havoc and destruction in this beautiful 
nation. Pray with us for their rebuilding phase. 19 Harvesters 
pastors along with their family members lost their lives 
during the cyclone. Keep their loved ones in your prayers. 
Pray that this country will recover from the destruction. 

16 July – Meru, Kenya
Harvesters recently had the opportunity to train pastors in 
Meru, Kenya. This rural province has a terrible and heart-
breaking problem: Khat. This drug grows freely and is 
used by entire families, including innocent children. It is 
destroying many lives. Pray with us that this terrible drug 
will no longer be legal in Meru. Pray that these lost souls 
will be reached with the Gospel. 

17 July – Pakistan
This country has a dire need for the Gospel. 98% of this 
country’s population are Muslims. Pray that God will open 
the door for Harvesters in this Islam country. We cannot sit 
on the side line and watch as millions perish forever without 
hearing the Gospel. Pray with us for this urgent matter. 

18 July – Somalia
After our recent training in Ethiopia we are praying 
that the lost in Somalia will be reached with the Gospel. 
Many of the pastors have access to churches close to the 
Somalian border. More than 99% of this country is Muslim. 
Many Somalian Christians live in constant fear of Muslim 
extremists who kill and terrorise Christians. Pray that God 
will open the door for Harvesters in Somalia. 

19 July – Democratic Republic of the Congo 
After our recent pastoral training in the DRC new doors 
are opening for pastors to reach the lost in this politically 
unstable nation. Pray that God will open up even more 
doors for these pastors to share the Gospel with even more 
lost souls. 

20 July – Mali
Our Malian brothers and sisters need our constant prayers. 
Today we pray especially for them as the violence in the 
north of this country continues. Even though there are 
missions reaching out to this nation there is still no great 

breakthrough. Less than 3% of this country are Christians 
and are facing daily persecution. Pray that God will give 
them the strength that they need. 

21 July – Philippines
More than 24% of school aged children are unable to attend 
school. Most of these children work or have no access to 
a school. Pray for the challenges that this poverty stricken 
country faces. Pray that these problems will be addressed 
and solved. 

22 July – Cameroon
Pray for effective discipling to take place in this nation. 
Pray that the pastors who attended the Harvesters training 
will reach the lost in their nation. Specifically pray for the 
Christians who live in the northern parts of this country as 
they face increasing pressure and persecution from Muslims.

23 July – Zimbabwe 
Pray that the pastors who received training from Harvesters 
will reach the unreached people groups in Zimbabwe. 
Among these unreached people groups are the Marathi. 
Pray that they will hear the Gospel and that they will be 
saved by His amazing grace. 

24 July – Orange Farm, Johannesburg, South Africa
Pray for the pastors in Orange Farm outside Johannesburg. 
This team of Hub Leaders completed their Phase F training 
recently. Pray that these pastors will reach the lost souls in 
their poverty and crime stricken area. God is not finished 
with these pastors at all. 

25 July – Brazil
Continue to pray for our brothers and sisters in Brazil. 
This vast country faces many challenges of which the 
government’s increasing pressure on the Church is only 
one of them. Pray that God will change the hearts of the 
Brazilian government. 

26 July – Uganda
Large parts of rural Uganda are still unreached. Pray that 
the pastors who received their Harvesters training will reach 
the lost in rural villages with the Gospel. Among these rural 
tribes are many Muslims who still need to accept Jesus. 

27 July – Cambodia
This Buddhist country needs our continuous prayers. Only 
3% are Christians in this nation. The Church in Cambodia 
is experiencing increasing pressure and persecution. Pray 
that God will strengthen these Christians as they go out 
and evangelize the lost. 
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28 July – India
It is always a challenge in India to train pastors and 
evangelize the lost. India has more unreached individuals 
than any other nation on earth. Pray for the Phase D 
training that is taking place today. Pray especially for the 
safety of our pastors as they travel to the training. 

29 July – Rwanda
Harvesters recently handed out hundreds of Bibles in 
Rwanda. Praise the Lord for opening the door in this 
country. Pray with us that the Bibles that were handed out 
in Rwanda will not only enter communities, but completely 
transform them. 

30 July – Bangladesh
With less than 1% Christians this Muslim nation has an 
urgent need for the Gospel. Pray that God will open the 
door for Harvesters to work in Bangladesh and expand 
God’s Kingdom in this nation. Pray that the Gospel will be a 
shining light that breaks the darkness in this country. 

31 July – Bangula, Malawi
Pray for the Bible placement that is underway in Bangula 
today. There are 6 vehicles and 22 people travelling to 
Malawi today. They will be distributing 2 300 Bibles to 
student pastors and new believers in discipleship over the 
next two weeks. Pray that the Word of God will change 
communities and will open the way for unbelievers to come 
to Christ.

1 August – Southern Africa
August is the month in which we welcome the new 
Harvesters Regional Director for Southern Africa. We praise 
and honor God for this answered prayer! We are looking 
forward to see what the Lord will roll out for southern Africa 
and especially the Republic of South Africa.

2 August – Vietnam 
This nation still has so many unreached people groups. 
We thank God for opening the door to this nation to train 
pastors in evangelism and discipleship. Pray with us that 
the Harvesters pastors will reach the unreached with 
the Gospel. Pray that those who hear the Gospel will be 
responsive and turn to Christ. 

3 August – Chiang Rai, Thailand
Pray for the Phase B training that is taking place today. Pray 
for travel mercies for all the pastors who will attend the 
training. Bible translation is still a great need in Thailand. 
Pray that this need will be fulfilled and that this will help to 
reach the lost in this Buddhist country. 

4 August – Madagascar
Harvesters recently trained pastors in Madagascar recently. 
Pray that these pastors will reach the lost in this poverty 
stricken nation. Pray for sustainable and appropriate 
solutions to lift this country out of poverty. All things are 
possible for our almighty God. 

5 August – Tanzania
There are many areas where the Church has stagnated. 
There are still so many villages that remain unreached. This 
nation has a great need for evangelists and church planters. 

Pray that the pastors who have received training from 
Harvesters will plant viable churches in these rural villages. 

6 August – India 
Pray for the Phase D training that is taking place today. 
Thirteen states in the north of India still have less than 1% 
Christians. Pray that the pastors who are attending the 
training will rise to the challenge. The need for the Gospel in 
this Hindu nation is great!

7 August – Laos
More than 91% of the people groups in this Buddhist nation 
is still unreached. Persecution in this nation keeps believers 
praying and relying on God. Pastors are arrested and even 
killed for sharing the Gospel. Pray for perseverance and 
grace for Christians who endure persecution. 

8 August – MENA
Pray for the Phase A training that will take place in North 
Africa soon. Pray that all the arrangements for the training 
session will go smoothly. Pray that God will prepare people’s 
hearts to receive the Gospel. There is a great need for the 
Gospel in this predominantly Islam country. 

9 August – Yangon, Myanmar
Pray for the Phase A training that is taking place in 
Myanmar today. Praise God for the refining of the Church, 
made possible by the desperation of persecution, poverty 
and isolation. Less than 10% of this beautiful nation know 
Jesus Christ. Pray that the newly trained pastors will reach 
the lost in this Buddhist nation. 

10 August – Port Elizabeth, South Africa
Pray for the Phase A to D HLT training that will be taking 
place in Port Elizabeth over the next couple of days. Pray 
that these newly trained HLT’s will make a difference 
in God’s Kingdom. Pray that they will obey Jesus’ Great 
Commission and make disciples for Jesus Christ. 

11 August – Luanda, Angola
Pray for the Phase B training that is taking place in Luanda 
today. The Masi group in Angola is still unreached. Pray 
that these pastors will not only go out into their own 
communities, but also reach the unreached in their nation. 

12 August – India 
Many pastors will show up for the Phase C training today. 
Pray that these pastors will have renewed vigour and 
passion to reach the lost in this beautiful nation. More than 
95% of this nation is still unreached and will perish forever if 
someone does not share the Gospel with them. 

13 August – Ondjiva, Angola
Pray for the Kick-Off that is taking place in Ondjiva today. 
This is the start of a new church stream in Angola and we are 
very excited about this. The Angolan government recently 
closed thousands of churches. The greatest persecution in 
this country is inflicted by their own government. 

14 August – Benguela, Angola
A huge Kick-Off is taking place in Benguela today. Praise 
the Lord for this wonderful opportunity. These pastors no 
longer have to travel thousands of kilometres to attend 
training. God opened the door for Harvesters to travel to 
these pastors and provide training in their province.
